“Our production environment, development, QA and test platforms all run on Sun. By upgrading to Sun Fire T1000 servers for
our web serving environment, we’ve been able to replace six of our previous web servers with just one Sun Fire T1000 server. In
power usage, this is a huge improvement. During normal running, a Sun Fire T1000 only draws around 200 watts, whereas our
old servers drew 400 watts. So we were drawing a total of around 2,400 watts. Now, we are getting the performance we need,
but with an energy bill that’s reduced by 92%. That’s a huge saving — for us and the planet. Rightmove is committed to trying to
reduce environmental impact and, with the number of Sun Fire T1000 servers now installed, we’re consuming less power,
generating less heat and reducing our carbon footprint. Every T1000 that replaces six of our old servers is reducing carbon
dioxide production by around 200 kg per week. In addition, the Sun Fire T1000 servers have a very small footprint, so we are
saving 5 rack units worth of data centre space.

“So far, our peak web server demand has been approximately 500 million page impressions per month. With the rapid growth
that Rightmove has achieved, IT scalability is an important consideration for us. As the Sun Fire T1000 and 5120 servers use
Sun’s CoolThreads chip multi-threading technology, they provide plenty of processing capacity for future expansion. \We’ve also
designed our systems architecture so that we can add new servers and have them up and running in just a few hours. Bell
Microsystems holds stock of many of the systems we use, so that helps us to respond to increased demand very rapidly.
